Top Tips
• The secret to success is 

practising little and often.
• Use time wisely; practise at key 

times of the day to begin with.
• Pick one or two facts to focus on 

each day.  
• Ensure that your children 

understand the link between 
multiplication and division E.g.  

If 6 X 4 = 24, then 24 ÷ 6 = 4 and 
24 ÷ 4 = 6

• If 8 x 5 is 40, what is 8 x 6? 

• How does knowing 8 x 10 = 80, help you answer 8 x 9? 
• If 8 x 4 is 32, what is 32 ÷ 4? 32 ÷ 8? 

• What multiplication fact have you used to answer your division 
question?
